IT’S THE LAW: 
Report all accidents  
involving a pony, cow, 
donkey, dog, pig or sheep 
to the Police as soon as 
possible, and within 24hrs.

REMEMBER: 
• Forest animals have  

no road sense and have 
right of way! 

• Drive slowly, especially 
at night, and give 
animals a wide berth.
